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The proposed changes to Rules 3.1300, 7.1800, 11.1400, 
12.1730 and 20.1340 are not expected to have any measurable 
economic impact on injured workers, employers, insurance 
carriers, attorneys or other individuals or entities 
involved in the workers' compensation process. 

For most injured workers, the proposed change to Rule 
8.1210 likely will not impact their average weekly wage and 
compensation rate calculation to any measurable extent. Injured 
workers who regularly work overtime hours may realize a slight 
decrease in their average weekly wage and compensation rate if 
paid sick, vacation and holiday hours are included in the 
calculation. 

The National Council on Compensation Insurance (NCCI) 
anticipates that the proposed change to Rule 8.1210 will have 
only a negligible impact on �ndemnity benefit costs in Vermont.
